' Naval Facilities.Engineering Command Engineering Fiefd Division (EFD). ff 
sites posing a potential threat to human health or to the environment are 
found to exist at an activity, a confirmation study and, if required, projects 
for corrective measures are initiated by the EFD. An IAS for Naval Activities 
San Juan Area, Puerto Rico, was approved by the Chief of Naval Operations in

21 Enclosure (1) is the final IAS report for Naval Activities, San Juan Area 
and was prepared for NAVENENVSA by Greenleaf-Telesca, Inc. of Miami, Florida 
and Ecology and Environment, Inc. of Buffalo, New York. Reference (b) also 
requires commanding officers to distribute copies of a final IAS to cognizant 
Environmental Protection Agency regional offices and appropriate state
