I apologize for not getting back to you sooner on this. For some

reason, I thought I already responded, but couldn't find a record of it...

EPA reviewed the table of proposed monitoring changes for the RDA, and has no further
comment. The Navy's proposal accommodates all requests from the agencies to continue
certain sampling and analyses that Navy initially proposed to drop. Specifically, EPA
requested that VPH analyses continue for surface water, because VPH has been detected in
upgradient groundwater that discharges to the wetland. The Navy will

retain VPH for surface water annually. EPA also requested that PCB analyses for sediment
be retained because it is a key verification of the performance of the remedy, which was
designed, in part, to mitigate transport of residual PCBs that likely remain in the f£ill.
The Navy proposes to retain PCB analysis for the sediment, on a five-year schedule. If
PCBs are transported to the wetland, the accumulation rate is likely to be slow because
the landfill cap should limit particulate mobility.
