General Comments

1. Based on the southeasterly component of groundwater flow from the source area, consideration
should be given to extending the screening investigation farther to the east in the vicinity of MW10-
402 and MW10-404 particularly if screening results indicate that contamination extends farther to
the east. The plan as described allows for supplemental investigation locations based on the
screening results obtained.

2. To the extent that the bedrock trough can be identified, it is recommended that screening data be
collected in the bedrock trough to the depth of bedrock if direct push drilling allows. If direct push
cannot reach bedrock in the trough conventional drilling should be performed to collect pertinent
data from the trough. Without data from the trough a significant data gap will exist in the site
characterization.

Page-Specific Comments

1. Page 3, Section 2.0, 1 2 - EPA recommends that soil samples also be collected form the saturated
zone (in addition to those collected from the vadose zone). A significant contaminant load could be
adsorbed to saturated soil and such analyses would better corroborate the screening results.

2. Page4, Section 2.0, 9 1 - Please delete the sentence that states that groundwater samples will be
collected from the soil-groundwater interface. The intent is to collect groundwater samples for
laboratory confirmation at locations where elevated contaminant concentrations are detected by
the MIP investigation. Please confirm.

3. Page 4, Section 2.0, 9 1 — As previously stated, EPA recommends that soil samples for laboratory
confirmation be collected in the saturated zone where groundwater samples are collected to better
evaluate the distribution of contaminants in the two media. Contamination adsorbed to soil could
constitute a significant source area.
