I have reviewed the Groundwater Monitoring Report, 1st Semi-Annual, 2nd Year (july 2002); 
Building 860- Tanks 860 AlBID,Naval Air Station Cecil Field, dated November 5, 2002 (received 
November 6, 2002), prepared and submitted by Tetra Tech NUS, Inc. The document is adequate 
for its intent. I concur with the consultant's recommendation in deleting contaminated well, CEF-
860-4S, and the compliance well located immediately downgradient of this well, CEF-860-7S, 
from the list of weils that require continued sampling and analyses. Monitoring of the remaining 
wells should continue on a semi-annual basis. Please continue collecting and reporting 
groundwater elevation measurements from all wells located on site.
