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Dear Mr. Bloom: 

The Department of Toxic Substances Control has reviewed the above referenced 
document dated September 22, 2005. Based on our review, we agree with the 
conclusions as set forth in the report which state that the waste consists of incinerated 
debris, spent small arms casing, practice bombs and general construction debris 
encompassing approximately 2,300 cubic yards of material. Based on analytical 
results, we also agree with the conclusion that groundwater beneath the Site has not 
likely been impacted. However, since no recommendation for further action is provided 
in the text, please add language which would summarize the Navy's recommendation 
for clean-up and removal of the impacted soil.
