The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has completed the
• review of the above subject report dated March 1998, prepared by CDM Federal

Programs Corporation. The report present the results of the October 1997
groundwater sampling round from a network of 80 monitoring wells/monitoring
ports at MCAS E1 Toro.

Except for the turbidity measurements, the field parameters recorded in well
purging and sampling logs (Appendix F) are within acceptable limits. DTSC is
concerned that the purge rates on some wells are too high, resulting in elevated
turbidity levels. The high turbidity values may suggest that excessive drawdown in
the wells is causing groundwater to cascade through the screen, agitating sediment at
the bottom of the well. Please note that we provided this same turbidity concern to
the Navy at the last three rounds of groundwater sampling. DTSC reiterates the
recommendation that the water level be monitored continuously during purging to
determine whether excessive drawdown is occurring. The Department of Health
Services will send you additional comments on the document in a separate letter.

DTSC has not received responses from you regarding the turbidity concern

and other comments on previou s monitoring reports. Please provide a response to
the comments to help us in the review of future documents.
