EPA has reviewed your request for an extension of the deliverable date by about 15
months for the draft Remedial Investigation and subsequent primary deliverables for Site I, the
Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Range.

Our understanding is that the large extension is needed not only to resolve ecological and
radiological issues, but also to conduct a time-critical removal action to address the elevated
levels of perchlorate found in the groundwater at the site.

We agree that the action to address perchlorate is necessary and should be conducted as
expeditiously as possible in order to avoid further migration of the plume and therefore concur
with the extension request for Site 1.
