The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has reviewed the Draft
Final Site Inspections: Sites PA-16 and PA-18 And Remedial Inves-
tigation Work Plan: Site PA-18. We approve the RI work plan for
PA-18 and recognize that the decision regarding PA-16 is being
deferred until completion of other studies.

We have the following comments regarding the Draft Final report:

1. By what mechanism will PA-16 be reevaluated when other
studies needed to complete its review are available and what is
the timeframe for this?

2. What is the schedule for completion of the background sam-
pling plan, and when will it be submitted for regulatory review?

3. It appears that you have not cited the latest EPA RI/FS or
sample plan guidance on page 48. The citation should refer to
the Guidance for Conducting Remedial Investigations and
Feasibility Studies Under CERCLA, Interim Pinal, dated October
1988 (EPA/540/G-89/004). The updated sample plan document is
Preparation of a U.S. EPA Region 9 Field Sampling Plan for
Private and State-Lead Superfund Projects, dated April 1990. The
most recent guidances should be used.
