| wanted to just cover a brief status of our
removal actions. The metal debris removal action is
complete, although we have about 80,000 cubic yards of
contaminated soil to be trucked off the base. So we're
going to be talking about the Navy's methods of cleaning
trucks before they leave the Shipyard tonight. So that
removal action is complete.

The PCB hot spot area is not quite complete
because we got up to the edge of the shoreline; we saw
we have some more contamination in there, some more
detailed engineering planning that needs to go on in
order to get the stuff nearest the shoreline. So we
have planning in the fall of 2007, hopefully get out in
the springtime and do that to remove. :

At [R-02 we're sort of in the same boat. In
one area we have some contamination near the shoreline
that can't be addressed without some more engineering
planning basically to keep the bay out of our
excavation. So we have to be very careful.

According to federal and state laws, any fype
of wetlands that is destroyed by actions that we do, for
instance, the PCB hot spot, the metal slag, metal debris
that you guys probably heard on many of the
presentations, we have destroyed some wetlands. So what
we have to do now is to create the amount of wetlands
that we destroy.

So as an example is to say if we have destroyed
3.7 acres of wetlands, now we have to by law create at
least what we have destroyed as far as three point -- at
least 3.7 acres of wetlands.
