. PURPOSE

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss additional comments received from the
Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) and California Integrated Waste
Management Board (IWMB) on the Response to Regulatory Comments for the Revised
Draft EE/CA, delivered on 14 October.

Il. GRADING ISSUES

Both the RWQCB and IWMB had concerns regarding the proposed conceptual grading
plan for the northern portion of the Inactive Landfill. Their concerns called for the
reevaluation of the northern portion drainage plan to direct drainage away from the
“consumer refuse.” The Port District agreed to revise the conceptual northern portion
drainage plan. The conceptual drainage plan is independent of the consolidation
alternative. A remedial design inclusive of the final grading plan will be presented to the
appropriate regulatory agencies for approval prior to implementation of the response
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action. The Port District will submit both electronic and hard copy to the Navy of both
the revised conceptual northern and southern portion drainage plans. BNI will then
include the conceptual drainage plans for both the northern and southern portion in the

revised final EE/CA.

lll. RESPONSE TO COMMENT ISSUES

It was agreed that additional information regarding the tilling of sand at the former least
tern area into the soil cover material would be included in the formal response to
comments, as well as added to the text of the revised final EE/CA.

IV. ISSUES ON THE NORTHERN PORTION LANDFILL CONSOLIDATION
CONCEPTUAL MODEL

BNI stated that it is their understanding that even if the northern portion of the landfill
were consolidated, the boundary of the Inactive Landfill would remain unchanged. BNI
explained that confirmation samples, therefore, were not required, and would not be
included in the consolidation alternative. BNI pointed out, however, that an advantage to
consolidation may be better use of the northern area, since a portion of it would be free of
landfill debris. This issue was then discussed. The point was made that any change in
the current site boundary would require appropriate documentation to be completed by
the Port District and submitted to the regulatory agencies for approval. BNI will ensure
that additional ARARs and text is included which govern management practices that are
required for consolidation of the landfill waste (i.e., daily cover, erosion-resistant layer).

V. OTHER ISSUES

It was agreed that a formal response to comments to the additional regulatory agencies
comments will be prepared and submitted to the agencies. Also, the Navy agreed to
provide BNI with the geotechnical data collected by Geoservice of the existing stockpiled

soil.
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
