INACTIVE LANDFILL, NAVAL TRAINING CENTER (NTC), SAN DIEGO

On November 3, 1998, we received your request that the Regional Water Quality Control Board
(RWQCB) provide its applicable and relevant and appropriate requirements (ARARs) for Site 1
at Naval Training Center (NTC), San Diego in compliance with Section 121(d) of the

Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA). In
response to your request, we are providing a general list of RWQCB requirements that nmst be
complied with or attained at Site I. Specific requirements will apply to each of the alternative
remedies you are evaluating. We will be available to discuss with you how the RWQCB
interprets its requirements as they apply to each of the alternatives. In addition to the ARARs
tables provided with this letter, pertinent numeric standards must be included in tables included
in the decision document.

As a preliminary matter, I want to poim out that the State Water Resources Control Board's and
the RWQCB's legal position is that CERCLA Sections 14 and 120(a)(4), not CERCLA Section
121(d), govern the application of state requirement_ at this facility since it is not listed on the,.
National Priorities List. CERCLA Section 120(a)(4) requires the federal facility to comply with
all state laws concerning removal or remedial action, including state laws regarding enforcement.
Section 120(a)(4) does not refer to ARARs. We recognize that the Department of the Navy
(DON) believes that it is obligated to comply with CERCLA Section 121(d) and the ARARs
process. Therefore, in the spirit of'cooperation we are responding to your request. By
responding to your request, however, we are not conceding that we are bound by CERCLA
Section 121 and the ARARs process or state ARARs criteria specified in CERCLA and the
National Contingency Plan.

Since, the information you provided concerning the actions you .propose to take is not complete,
we are unable to provide specific ARARs, but are providing you the potential ARARs based on

v,_ the information you provided. From this Table you will have to select the appropriate
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requirements for each alternative action. The ARARs process is iterative and as you provide

more complete descriptions of your actions, we can assist you in your efforts to more clearly

defne how each requirement is an ARAR for the specific action you propose.

The action the DON proposes to take at this site is to remediate buried solid waste at the inactive

landfill for the protection of groundwater and surface water resources. State Water Resources

Control Board Resolution 92-49 is an ARAR and requires discharges of waste to be cleaned up

, to background, or if it is not reasonable to achieve background, to the lowest level that is

technically and economically feasible, protects the beneficial uses of waters of the state, and

attains the water quality objectives in the applicable water quality control plans. At a minimum,

the RWQCB expects the cleanup of the solid waste to result in a level of waste in soil that will

not discharge to groundwater at a level greater than the water quality objective.

The action the DON proposes to take will result in modification of the existing landfill cover

and/or excavation of the solid waste (non-CERCLA substances). The Naval Training Center

(NTC) must obtain waste discharge requirements and possibly an NPDES permit tiom the San

Diego RWQCB. We will evaluate whether the information required in a Report of Waste

Discharge is contained in existing reports regarding NTC, or will request the DON to submit a

Report of Waste Discharge.

The attached table provides a summary of the statutes, regulations, plans and policies that are the

source of State and RWQCB requirements that are applicable or relevant and appropriate

(ARAR) or to-be-considered (TBC) for use in the investigation and cleanup on and off-site

environmental contamination associated with discharges of waste(s) at Site 1 Inactive Landfill,

(also known as the MCRD Landfill) located at NTC, San Diego. As more specific remedial

alternatives are developed additional detailed ARAR information can be provided.
