The city of San Francisco is poised to take over 
Treasure Island from the Navy and use the brig there 
to house female prisoners from the overcrowded 
county jail, Mayor Willie Brown said yesterday. 

The Navy is expected to abandon its Treasure Is­
land detention facility in July, and inmates probably 
will be transported there before the end of summer 
the mayor said at his semi-monthly news conference: 

''The brig there is available, and it's perfect" he 
said.
