RMKS/1. LABOR DAY WEEKEND WILL MARK THE END OF THE 101 DAYS OF


SUMMER.  DURING THIS LAST SUMMER HOLIDAY WE NEED TO ENSURE THAT OUR


COMMAND SAFETY AWARENESS KEEPS OUR NAVFAC TEAM AND THEIR FAMILIES


SAFE WHILE AT HOME, ON TRAVEL, AND AT RECREATIONAL EVENTS.


 


2. OPERATIONAL RISK MANAGEMENT (ORM) MUST BE USED IN TRAVEL


PLANNING. VEHICLES MUST BE IN GOOD WORKING ORDER--BE SURE TO CHECK


THE BATTERY, COOLANT, WINDOW WIPERS AND FLUID, LIGHTS, AND EMERGENCY


ROADSIDE KIT.  DO NOT START OUT ON A LONG TRIP WITHOUT GETTING


SUFFICIENT REST BEFORE YOU GET ON THE ROAD.  TRAVEL TIME SHOULD ALLOW


FOR FREQUENT BREAKS ON LONG TRIPS. FAMILY AND FRIENDS SHOULD BE MADE


AWARE OF ITINERARIES. AVOID ALL 2 LANE ROADS WHERE POSSIBLE BECAUSE


THE RISK OF HEAD ON COLLISION IS GREATER. EACH PASSENGER MUST BE


BUCKLED UP. SAFE DRIVING DEMANDS OUR FULL ATTENTION SO THAT WE STAY


ALERT AND ANTICIPATE POTENTIAL HAZARDS.


 


3. LABOR DAY ALSO MARKS THE BACK TO SCHOOL SEASON AND PROVIDES A


GREAT OPPORTUNITY TO TEACH OUR CHILDREN SAFE BEHAVIOR.  FIRST AND


FOREMOST, BE GOOD ROLE MODELS.  CHILDREN IMITATE THEIR PARENTS AND

HOW TO PRACTICE SAFE BEHAVIOR AND ORM.  CHOOSE THE SAFEST ROUTES


WITH THE FEWEST STREET CROSSINGS AND WALK IT WITH YOUR CHILDREN.


TEACH CHILDREN TO OBEY ALL TRAFFIC SIGNALS AND NOT TO ENTER STREETS


FROM BETWEEN PARKED CARS.  MAKE SURE THAT TEENAGE DRIVERS STAY ALERT


FOR CHILDREN WALKING AND PLAYING AT BUS STOPS AND SCHOOL ZONES.


REMEMBER, YOUNG CHILDREN MAY NOT ALWAYS BE ALERT TO THEIR


SURROUNDINGS AND IT IS OUR RESPONSIBILITY TO TEACH THEM TO BE AWARE


OF THEIR ENVIRONMENT AND HOW TO TAKE PROPER SAFETY MEASURES.
