Trespassing continues to be a major prob-

lem in the restricted areas due to the mu-

nitions and explosives found there, both in 

the water and on land. We are actively 

taking measures to lower the risk, but still 

those who trespass expose themselves and 

their families to grave danger. 

To protect Vieques residents and visitors, 

the roads leading to the areas that con-

tain munitions and explosives have been 

blocked and identified with warning signs.  

The water that surrounds the former train-

ing area is a danger zone. 

 

For your safety, do not anchor your boats 

or visit the beaches in this danger zone.
