Previ,ous discussions betWeen EPA,
MEOEPand Navy agreed that the Navy should'not conduct VOCanalysis of TCLP
samples because the Ash and COD samples were being composited in the field.
Rather, itwas agreed that the individual samples would be sent to the analytical

. laboratory and composited there followed by methanol extraction and analyzed by
Method 8260. Please revise Table 1 to reflect previous NASB cleanup team· ..
agreements.

2. The 'Navy has responded that contaminated ash/soil/hazardous waste will be
removed to a level that meets ARARs forthe site to the extent practicable. This
.suggests that ARARs might not be satisfied for .some contaminated' material left at
the site..Should this occur, it ,appears thatthe Navy's intent, per the note for Table
C-2, is,to develop site.:.speciJic PRGsJor:ttle risk assessment prepared as part of
the RifFS process.'
