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Introduction

The purpose of this document is to address comments on the Draft Environmental Update
Work Plan for the D-9 Skeet Range at Marine Corps Base Camp Lejeune (MCB CamlLej). The
United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) had no comments on the
document. The North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources
(NCDENR) provided the comments listed below. The responses to comments are provided
in bold.

North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources Comments
(Dated June 14, 2011)
1. The tributaries to the south and east of the D-9 Skeet Range need to be sampled

before MILCON ground breaking activities are started in this area. The Superfund
Section has made this comment on several other occasions and it was discussed in
past partnering meetings. We need to assure that the tributaries are free of lead and
PAH contaminants before land disturbing activities begin.

Further evaluation of the creek, tributaries, and wetlands are planned as part of a
separate future investigation once the D-9 Skeet Range is closed. The purpose of
this investigation is to evaluate the areas of the range that have been recently
disturbed. As discussed during the May 2011 Partnering Team meeting, the area
of the proposed armory will be assessed to confirm whether there are drainages or
wetlands present. Samples will be biased towards any drainage and wetland areas
identified.

The last sentence of the first paragraph under the heading, Graded Area and
Proposed Road on page 4, states that excess soil from hand augering will be returned
to the auger hole. The subsurface soil sample may be returned to the auger hole as
stated. However, the surface soil sample that is sampled separately should be stored
in drums and disposed at the landfill or in other acceptable disposal areas. Care
must be taken to assure that the surface soil sample doesn’t get returned to the bore
hole below the depth at which it would be removed if contaminated. Please make
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appropriate corrections or give details in this section and in the IDW Section on page
7.

To avoid cross-contamination, excess soil cuttings from each borehole will be
segregated and returned to the borehole in the interval from which it was
removed. Excess subsurface soil will be returned to the borehole first, and then
excess surface soil will be returned. Surface and subsurface soil will be segregated
above ground.

The eastern most line of Armory area soil samples are not consecutively ordered, on
Figure 3, as stated in the “Station#:” discussion on page 6.

Figure 3 will be revised so that soil samples are consecutively ordered.
