k. Military personnel utllizing this area also recently
discovered discarded charcoal canisters from old air purifying
vorpiratore. Due to chromium loadings that axcead hazardoud
waste cnaracteristic levels, we handle newer charcoal canister
types as hazardous waste. These older canisters are llkely to

have the same potential.
