The United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) has reviewed the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Corrective Measures Proposal (CMP) Report for Solid
Waste Management Unit (SWMU) #4 — McComish Gorge dated April 2009.

SWMU#4 is a former waste disposal area which covers approximately 10 acres in the
northwestern corner of Crane. The area was used as a dump site for an unknown period of time
between 1942 and 1972. Unknown amounts and types of garbage and trash, such as construction
debris, office trash, plaster-filled warheads, and metal shavings were buried in a gorge at the site.
The Navy conducted a RCRA Facility Investigation (RFI) at SWMU#4 which included
conducting a geophysical survey to delineate the extent of the debris area as well as performing
soil, groundwater, sediment and surface water sampling. The conclusions of the RFI showed no
unacceptable risks to human health or ecological receptors. Non-carcinogenic risks were found to
be present for hypothetical future adult and child residents based on exposure to groundwater via
ingestion. The risks were due to the presence of the metals iron, arsenic, and manganese.

The CMP evaluated three remedial alternatives for SWMU#4: no action, limited action, and
complete debris removal. The Navy’s proposed remedial alternative is the limited action
alternative which would include: placement of Land Use Controls at SWMU#4 to prevent the use
of groundwater and prevent residential development of the former disposal area, conducting
annual inspections, and performance of five-year reviews.

The CMP report is approved. The U.S. EPA and the Navy will proceed with preparation of a

Statement of Basis and public notice for the proposed remedial alternative and Corrective
Measures Implementation plan.
