- Draft Remedial Investigation (RI) Report 

The RI has been performed by The Johnson Company, Inc. under contract with the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers under the Defense Environmental Restoration Program for Formerly Used 
Defense Sites. The RI was conducted to determine the nature and extent of contamination at the 
Site, the fate and transport of that contamination, and the associated potential ecological and 
human health risks. The Report presents an overview of the Site history and operations and 
potential contaminant sources and source areas related to historical operations, a summary of on­
Site RI activities and relevant prior off-Site environmental investigations, the current Conceptual 
Site Model (CSM), a summary of the Site-specific human health and ecological risk assessments, 
and conclusions and recommendations for future actions to support the evaluation of remedial 
alternatives for the ongoing Feasibility Study (FS) for the Site.
