Pursuant to § ,7.6 of the NCBC Federal Facility Agreement (FFA) ,
the following are the Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA)
preliminary comments on the above referenced document:

1. The ARAR tables have been revised in response to our
comm~nts dated April 4, 1995.

2. The. BCT should schedule a scoping meeting to plan the
coastal wetland creation, if the Navy is planning to incorporate
Alternative 5 in the final remedy for the landfill as was
discussed during a BCT meeting June 8, 1995.

3. The EPA has some remaining concerns on the
constructability/implementability of Alternatives 4 & 5.

During the review of the draft Detailed Analysis'of Alternatives
dated March 1994, the EPA had identified some remaining issues
that needed to resolved before· final concurrence ,could be given.
The Navy responded by performing a Phase IIIRI to resolve the
data gaps on the Management of Migration Operable Unit~ The Navy
then submitted a Focused Feasibility Study for the Source Control
Operable Unit in March of 1995. In response to comments on the
FFS the Navy produced the Draft Addendum to the FFS. TheNavy
has since stated (BCT Meeting of July 14, 1995) that they are no
longer pursuing a Source Control Rob for site 9 and are now
pursuing a whole site remedy and will provide a draft Whole-site
Feasibility Study (FS) by December 13, 1995.

We, therefore, reserve any additional comments on this Addendum
pending the review of the Whole-site FS.
