The meeting began at 1:05 p.m. Commander (CDR) Aishman, the Executive Officer of NAB Little Creek, 
welcomed the attendees nnd invited theup.dcipation.

At this point, Mr. Maurice Jackson 
n~~nc)it~iccd t l~c "Clciu~ t l~c  Bay Day" scliedulcd for Saturday, Juie 8Ui. Everyone was invited to participate.

Ms. Greaser proccedctl Lo sliow a vidco of the removal a c t i o ~ ~  at Site I I. T l~e  
vidco consislcd of site views bcfore and allcr Llie renioval action as well as aner tlle envko~unental restoration 
of t l~c  silc. 

Mr. Ucrli~~cr asked how does Llic Navy plate tlicir instmne~its uow. CDR Aislunan clarified Uiat tio tiiore plating 
activity occurs at t l~e  bi~sc. T11e Navy contracts it Lo m~ outside pnrly localed ul the Pluladelphia, Pcnnsylvmlia 
N-c;i. 'l'l~e plati~~g shop at NAB Little Creek stopped operatio11 in 1974. Mornlation reviewed subsequent to Uie 
mccling indicalcs tl~at t l~e  School of Music has llol plated miy instruments in the last five years. However, last 
11ion11i onc in~L~~utiic~it was sc~it LO Badger State hsttwietit Repair ui Alcom, Wisconsin. Depct~ding on tlie quality 
oftllc plating, tlic Scliool of Music may have Uie vendor plate more instruu~ents. 

Mr. Rubcrt Dccgan i~~quircd wlictlicr any cl~eckpoints are irislitutcd to cl~aracterize tiiatcrials before U~cy lcave 
Navy Ihcilitics. Ms. Grcitscr rcspor~dcd U~al Site I I disposal material characterization was perfonlied by IT 
Cutpu~~tion mid all papetwork and waste proliles werc con~plcted. Prior check was also perfo~mcd to verify Uiat 
t l~c rccciving 1;uidiills wcrc autliorized to accept Uie wastcs. 

CDR A ~ s l i n i ~ ~  qi~cstiaied Ulc gcncral pl~ilosopl~y oftlie envirot~~~icnhl cleanups. He wondcred wliy the waste was 
iiot ticutralizcd on-sitc mUicr tlian siriiply ~iiovu~g it Lo miolhcr place. He stated that Uic base is coniplyu~g wid1 
all t l~c laws, but commc~~tcd that followulg tlie law is not necessarily good enough for the envirorunent. 

Ms. AIIIIC Nclso~i clarilicd CDR Aislunan's cotlcertt by staliug Uiat Uie waste is treatcd before bcing landlilled, 
as rctluircd by t l~c Land Disposal Rcstrictions (LDRs). Mr. Scott Park added that various pre-lreahualts were 
rcvicwctl. Mrs. Sl~crri Etig addcd Uiat tlic Lreatnlcnt cannot bc co~iducled at llie site wiUiout obtauiing a Resource 
Conscrvnlion arid I<ccovcry Act (RCRA) pennit. 

C o ~ ~ t i ~ ~ u i o g  t l~c gcncral clisci~ssion aflcr Mr. Park, CDR Aisli~iimi raiscd a probable concelr~ U~at tlic laws arc 
w ~ i t t c ~ ~  Lo disc~~inri~iatc against fcdcral facilities a id  UIC Navy is made to follow Lhe letter of Ule law wliicl~ results 
ill 21 1;u.g~ stack of papcr. l'liis docs not necessarily protect Uie e~lvi ro~une~~t  in the best miuuier; so citizcns need 



to take a close look at what the laws are and the intent of how che laws should be followed. Ms. Erica Dameron 
clarified that the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (VDEQ) applies tlie environme~ital laws 
uniformly and does not discriminate against federal facilities. She added that the VDEQ standards are not any 
more stringent than the federal laws. Therefore, concerns with the laws should be raised at tlie federal lev'el. CDR 
Aishman closed the issue by stating that he did not mean to say that the federal facilities are discriminated against. 

Defense Environmental Restoration Account (DERA) Budget Process: Mr. Park presented a brief on tlie 
budget process governing the h a n g  of DERA-eligible environmental projects at bases within LANTDIV's area 
of concern. Mr. Deegan wanted to know the amounts specifically assigned to NAB. Mr. Park provided these 
approximatefigures: $750,000 forFY97, $1MM for FY98, and $1.5MM for FY99. Mr. Deegan mentioned that 
the nationwide DOD figures are approximately $1 1 billion funded sb far, and $3 1 billion to go. He also wanted 
to know about any new sites at NAB and how many sites are not yet identified. Mr. Park responded that some 
new sites will be discussed later in the presentation. Ms. Nelson estimated that at least 90% of the sites on base 
have been identified. 

Mr. D e e p  stated that NAB is a large base with a transient population. Therefore, it should get a boost in Funding 
priority rankingas compared to other less populated bases like the Naval Weapons Station. CDR Ais11mi111 said 
Uiat the NAB base command may not be able to reach out lo some oher commands pl~ysicully a1 the base aotl docs 
not control all activities. He added that it is also difficult to project tlie required budgct unlil the site s111tly is 
&plete. Mr. Park described  he LANTDN goal of d i i t i n g  70% of the funding to clean-up rather than studies. 
Mr. Jackson wanted to know if there is enough policing to ensure lliat new sites do not spring up and ho\v 
activities of other commands are controlled. CDR Aishman clarified that NAB does llnve control of all base 
activities environmentally, so that is not an issue. 

New Solid Waste Management Units (SWMUs) a t  NAB: Mr. Parkdescribed how NAB has focuserl the list 
of 100 plus SWMUs potentially requiring field investigation to 17 with tlie help of EPA. Work on three high 
priority SWMUs will begin in FY98. No discussion took place. 

Proposed Remedial Action Plan for Sites 9/10: Mr. Apte presented the proposed remedial action plan for Sites 
9 and 10. A Limited Action alLemative with long-term groundwater monitoring lins been proposed Mr. Berliner 
asked about LIie origin of the Site 10 sewage sludge. It was stated that it was not from Mampton Roads Sanitation 
District (HRSD) but from the base sewage plant. Mr. Weld asked if a full Contract Laboratory (CLP) scan was 
perfonned. It was noted that in 1993, there was a full CLP scan for Site 10. Mr. Deegan asked if the deed 
restrictions will be for residential development. Yes, and the deed restrictions will be reevaluated if the Navy turns 
the base over to another party under the Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) progmm. Mr. Deegan asked if 
any BRAC bases had deed restrictions previously. Yes, Vint Hill Farm Station will include restrlctlons for 
residential and industrial use. Mr. D e e p  asked if this has been an issue in other states regarding lilture use Yes, 
and traditionally, the conservative approach is for residential use. If existing use is intlustr~al, then a s~~rvey for 
a residential scenario will be implemented. Mr. Deegan asked what will happen if [here 1s n necd to do more 
cleanup based onanew use. The baseline risk assessment d w s  include a future residential use, which is lhe 111ost 
conservative potential land use. 

Groundwater Monitoring Plan: Mr. Apte presented a review of the Groundwater Monitoring Plan. No 
discussion took place. 

Supplemental Ecological Assessment (SEA): Mr. Tom Biksey presented the bxkgro~md, approach, and findings 
of the SEA prepared by Baker Environmental. Mr. Mark Richards from VDEQ wondered ~fl l ie  purpose oTtlie 



SI:A was to co~i~pilc cxisti~~g data in onlcr Lo scc tlota gaps. I-lc also wanlcd lo lalow Inore aboul U I ~  Biological 
'l'ccl~nici~l Assisla~~cc Group's (BTAG's) pcrspcctivc 011 t l~c  pro,jecl. Mr. Bikscy responded by saying Uiat U I ~  
SEA rocuscd on data co~npilation. It actually evaluated tlic data specifically wiUi regard to potential i~npact of 
thc IK silcs 011 Ll~c ccologic;~l rcsoi~rccs of Liltlc Crcck Hal-bor. BTAG war~led all UIC rclcvant data to bc w~i~pi led  
ill onc rcgort and prcsc~~lcd 011 a single map. 

Mr. Mark Ridii~rds ( I L I C S L ~ ~ I ~ W I  wily LIIC~C wcrc 110 sc~~iivoIaLile orgnnic C O I ~ I ~ O U I I ~ S  (SVOCs) and PCB data in tlie 
SEA. Mr. Bikscy rcspootlcd tlrel o~ily t l~e  available data fro111 U I ~  Rcmcdial lnvesligation (R1) werc used 
qi~a~~lilalivcly. I lc li~rtl~cr atldcd (Iial SVOC and PCB analyscs wcre riot wl~duckd in the RI based on site history. 
VDEQ askul if any data wcle collccled or whether all values were IIOII-detect. Mr. Aplc responded Uiat SVOC 
a ~ ~ t l  PCU data wcrc collcclcd ibr Sitc 7 io Uic R o u ~ d  Onc Verification Study (RVS) and Uie l~ilcri~il Re~nedial 
l~~vcstigatio~~ (IR1). Tlicsc ;111a1ylcs wcrc 1101 i~~cludcd ibr surfacc walcr or scdimcnt at Silc 7 it1 Ll~c RI. bccausc 
lhcy wcrc I I O L  ~ C I C C I C ~  il l  lhc prcvio~~s sti~dics. SVOCs I I I I ~  I'CBs wcrc 1101 Lcstcd a1 Silo 12 duo Lo sitc l~islo~y. 

Mr. Mark Richsrds also i~~quircd wl~ctl~er Lake Bradlbrd flows illlo Little Creek Harbor. Mr. Bikscy respo~~ded 
allir~~ialivcly arid cxplailad that tlic route was via ihc ovcrflow canal adjacent to Site 12. bul UIC flow was 
i11tcr11iilLc111. 

Mr. Mark Ricliards wn~~tcd to k~iow about ecological asscssmeut at oUicr IR sites at NAB Liltle Creek. Mr. 
Uikscy rcspontlcd lI1t11 Silcs 7 and 12 wcrc UIC ouly silcs whcrc surCaee walcr iu~d scdiulc111 wem saa~pled. 
Altl~ougl~ ll~csc sitcs WCI-c adj;~wnt lo SUI-facc walcr bodics, all otlicr silcs evcrltually flow irilo die Chesapeake Bay 
or LilUc Crwk Harbor. 'fhc overall pcrspcctivc of potc~~tial i~npacts to LilUe Creek Harbor addressed Uicse olher 
silcs. 

I'ier 11-19 Rc~nedialion: Ms. All11 Nelson described UIC progress and issues nssociated wit11 the Picrs 11-19 
rc~~icdiatio~~. Mr. Dcegal~ coo~rnc~lded it as no i~itercsli~ig projcct and iriquired its applicability lo oU~er projects 
and ~acilitics. Ms. Nclson rcspo~idcd Uiat a oumbcr of sl~orcline facilities havc taken a variation of this approach. 
Son~c silc-spccilicily is rcquircd duc to l~ydrogcological cliaractcristics. NAB has slimed Uieir expcricl~ce arid 
lcsso~is wilhiti tlic Navy. Shc also tl~n~ikcd VDEQ's partncrsliip in tlic project and specifically ~iicntio~ied 
assiskuicc OII tl~c biocidc issuc. "Don't pu~np alid Lrcd unlcss it is really rcquircd" is an i~nporliuit less011 lcarncd 
according lo her. Agi~iu. Mr. Decga11 exprcsscd l l~c public's appreciation for a job well done. 

Assorted issues: Ms. Kclly (ircascr wrapped up the uiecli~ig by providi~ig updates atid infonnation oil a variety 
or topics iocludi~~g future actious at 1R silcs, lretich clean out at Sile 5, undergrou~d storage tank (UST) site 
updalcs, Silc 7 a i l i i u ~ m i ~ c ~ ~ t  plans, and receipt of muiicipal waste in the LitUe Creek Harbor. It was clarified lo 
thc nttc~~dccs Uial infortnalioii rcgardil~g tlic bansporl of ~nu~iicipal waste Lluough Little Creek Harbor was 
providcd as a courtcsy s i ~ ~ c c  tlic issuc was raiscd at UIC last KAB mecti~ig. The sl~ip~ncnt is no1 under Navy's 
juristliclion: the Navy sl~iircs Lhc I~arbor wit11 Lhc Onstcrn Sl~orc Raill-oad. A coalact was providcd for all iiilicr 
clucstio~is ; I I I ~  c o ~ ~ c c r ~ ~ s .  Mr. Dccgi~n i~~rluircd aboul Lllc spccific route 1l1c waslc will Lake onec rcccivcd at U I ~  
Iierbor via a bugc fiun~ Ncw York. Hc also cxpresscd an opinioa that Uiis is a new iu~d i~iappropriate usc ofthe 
harbor. If Virginia is going to rcccivc it anyway, why 1101 look iuto the ElizabeUi River? As a ~ncn~bcr of the 
Sicr1.n Club i~nd Uic public, Mr. Dccgan oMicially requcskd VDEQ to provide full i~ifonnation about the exact 
roulc, tncU~od, and quanlily of shipriicnt. Ms. Daniero~~ of VDEQ assurcd Mr. Decgiu~ that VDEQ will respond 
to his rcqucst and findlco~ivcy the rcqueslcd infonnation.
