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Mid-AtlantSc Hazardous Waste Sites Added 
to Superfund National Priorities List

PE5LADELPHr.A - The U.S. Environmentd Prorection. Agency today pmposed the 
ddi&n of rbree new mid-Atlantic hazardous wasresites to the National Priorities List (NPL) and 
finaIized rhe addition of bee previously pmposed mid-Mlanric sires. 

The newly m o s e d  NPL sit= are: Andrews Air Force Base (Camp Springs, Prince 
George's C a w ,  Md.), Brandywine Defrnse &utilization and Marketing W c e  (Brandywine, 
Prince George's Comfy, Md.), and Little Crcck Naval Amphibious Base (Virginia Beach, Va). 
The &a1 NPL si~cs are: Fort Gcorge G. Mcadc (Odentofi,/me m d c l  County, Md.), the 
WashingtonNavy Yard (Washington. D.C.), and Sharon Steel Corporation -Fame11 W o h  
Disposal Area (Hickory Township, Mcrccr Counry, Pa)- 

Once a site has been ~roposed f%r a e  NPL, thcre is a 60-day public comment period The - - 
proposed lising becomes final m e  theEPA has responded to all the public comments in writing. 
The 60-dav vubhc comment pcriod on the t h e  newly propossd sites starts Monday, IuIy 27, 
1998, wh&.ke notice win a&ar in the Federal ~epi&.  

Sits  placed on the NPL are cligible for lolrg-tmm cleanup suppofi by the agency. Wirh 
the three new proposed sites, EPA Region IIT (the mid-AtIantic region) has now proposed a total 
of 200 sites to the NPL sinc~ its inception in 1982. Of these 200 sites, 183 have actually been 
listed on the NPL, aud 20 ofihese havc been delete3 following successful cleanup. 

Andrews Air Force Base is an atdvf U.S. Departs-C ofDefensc facility, as &e 
headquartas of the 89th Air Wing and supporting warldwide airlift suppod operations for the 
President and otber high-mnking domcsfic and foreign dignit&$. Waste SOLPCES ar the base 
include thiee landfills. two i%e baining areas. and a sludge disposal area Hszdous substmceh 
such as lead and semi-volatilc organic compounds have been relcascd into Pircahway Creek 
which contains f&eries and wetlands. 

B-dywinc Defense Reutilization and Maskcting Office is an inactive Defense facility 
which was used as a storage yard for h~zardous wasfes and other materids. Hazardous submces 
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have been released to pundarater and to surface water, including a wetland area loatcd a d j m t  
to the site. Confarah125 of concern indude volatile and semi-volatile organic compounds, and 
polychloriwed biphenyh (PCBs). 

Little Creek Naval Amphibious Base is an active naval facility which provides on-base 
logistic facilities %d SuppoK s d c e s  to Iocal commands, organizations, other United States and 
&ed units, homeported ships, and commands of chc opera& forces to meet the amphibious 
training requirements of the armed fmceg of the United States. Waste sources at the fadliiy 
b,zlG three landfills and Hazardous s u b s m c ~  such as metals, volatile 
organic compounds, aid uJ surface water bodies which I e d  into 
Chesapeake B&.

Fort George G. Mede provides a wide rangc of support to 78 renant orgmiza.tions from 
all four services and to ssveral federal agencies. Waste murces include two lmdfills, a srorage 
yard, and s lamdry faciliv. Gmundwatu. has been contaminated with volarilc and semi-volatile 
co~poun& and pesticides, whilc the Little Patwent River has been conminared with volan'lt 
organic compolmds, pegcudcs, and PCBs. 

llc Washirgton Navy Yard is rht oldest cominuously operated Navy facility in the United 
Srares. I t  has been used for shipbuilding and repair, oidmnco productio~ research and other 
indusuial activities. It is currently used for administration, supply a d  storage, and uaining The 
swimwater system &atring the hi l i ty  i s  contaminated with mclzls and PCBs due to nsvaI 
operations and ardnvlce production. The srormwmr sysrem leads to nine ourfalls inro the 
Anacostia River, which is also contaminated with metals and PCBs. The adjacent area now 
known as the S o u t h m ~  Federal Center was ori&$~~~lly part of thc Navy Y d ,  but the General 
Services ~dminis~rarion later purchased the propeny and FPA is evduating it as a separare site 

Sharon Steel Corporation - Farrell Works Disposd Arts d s t s  of sevud waste disposal 
locations across rhe Shenvyo River fiom the forma S h o n  Steel Corporation mmufactmhg 
p h ~ .  The disposal art., originally an undisturbed @sl;and aud a flood plain of tbe Shcnsngo 
River, was used ro store and dispose of various slags, acids and other wastes. Soils. g ~ u n d  water. 
surface dater, and sediments an: cuntaminated with various metals. ?he slag disposal area, which 
is unrestricted, presmB a public health huard to site trespassers. The f o m a  srecl mufactwing 
plan1 is not cwently being considcrcd parr of rhe NPL site because the current owner, Caparo 
Steel Company, is &rasing it scpzately ~nder  sw overdght 

The Superfund twt fund was established in 1980 to ~ I A C Z  hazardous waste c1eanups 
with taxa g a m e d  £corn chemical an4 waste producing indudes. Congr~ss h s  MI yer 
reauthorized rhe Superfind Iaw, and the hnd c u r r d y  slia on it3 strong enforcement ym to 
seek reimbursement from cornparits rhat generate hazardous waste. AT Andrews Air Force Base, 
Brandywine DRMO, Little Crcck Naval Amphibious Base, Fort George G. Meade, and Washing- 
ton Navy Yard, the Departmenr of Defense will firunce the necessary investigations and cleanups. 
P A  will use the Superfund to independently evduatt Defense work at these sites. AT Sharon 
Stee.1 ~ o r ~ m t i o n  - Fanell Works Disposal Area, due to the b&ptcj of tke site owner, EPA 
will fund the invesrigations and cleanup using the Superfund msr h d .  
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
