1. Page 9-6; Section 9.3.1: The descriptions of the remedies for 
soil should include a provision for maintaining the soil cover. 

2. Page ii-T; Section 11.2.1: The response to comment #9 
indicates that a target hazard quotient of unity was used in 
the Final Risk Assessment. However, Page 5-2 of the Final 
Baseline Risk Assessment states "Any HI equal to or exceeding 
1.0 suggests that non-carcinogenic health effects are 
possible.11 If cleanup levels are set to a hazard quotient of 
1.0, then the HI (hazard index) will exceed 1.0 and adverse 
health effects could not be ruled out under the specified
