In paragraphs 9.7D, 9.1E, 9.11C, 9.l2E, 9.13A, and in aU other similar paragraphs, if any, delete "date of 
such disapproval" and replace with "close of the comment period".

In paragraph 6.14 delete last OOlltence and replace with: "The EPA, after reviewing those reports. and the 
Hj~rical Radiological Assessment spccifically prepared for the Site, considers that further site screening 
for radfonuclides is mmecessary." 

fit paragraph 2. I Y. delete current defJllition of"perfonnance standards" and replace with definition of 
same in FFA for Watertown MA AlTIly M1L at paragraph 3.I(u), except, delete Irurt sentence of Watertown 
definition.
