On December 2, 1998, Department of Environmental Quality, Tidewater Regional 
Office, conducted inspections at the facility’s IRP Sites. While accompanying the IJSEI?A 
throughout the installation, solid waste generated during the cleanup of Hurricane Bonnie was 
noted at IRP Site 5.- The waste noted included; vegetative waste, utility poles, household 
garbage, and metal. This condition is an apparent violation of State Solid Waste Law and 
regulations, VA Code 6 10.1-1408.1 .A and 9 VAC 20-SO-90.A. 1. 

Please submit within 10 days of receipt of this letter, a written explanation of corrective 
actions your facility intends to take or has taken to correct the identified compliance 
deficiencies. Please include a time schedule for these corrective actions.
