INSTALLATION RESTORATION UPDATE

Ken Smith stated that the installation and start-up of the expanded extraction well system was the top
priority. A graph, enclosure 1, showing the 1997 concentrations of volatile organic compounds in the
influent to the groundwater treatment plant (GWTP) was distributed. Ken Smith showed a view graph map
of the Naval Air Warfare Center which had the areas of environmental cleanup activity highlighted.

EA Engineering reported that the rough draft of the groundwater feas1b1hty study had been completed and
that a draft should be available for the next RAB,

Jeff Dale reported that the iron nickle-plated iron filing groundwater treatment pilot study was performing
well. A graph and data, enclosure 2, was distributed to show the difference between the phase I iron filing
pilot study and the phase II study using the nickel plated iron. Phase I of the study averaged only 33%
volatile organic removal from the groundwater whereas phase 11 using the nickel plated iron had a 99.9%
VOC removal efficiency.

STATUS OF USGS GROUNDWATER FRAMEWORK REPORT
Pierre LaComb, USGS, reported that the final Groundwater Framework Report would not be available for
up to six months. A rough draft may be available for the next RAB.

REUSE UPDATE

Barry Barclay presented an overview of the mission of the Naval Air Warfare Center, describing the inter-
relationship of the buildings in the Parcel B for aircraft engine testing. Barry said that an interim lease for
Reuse Parcel A was about to be signed. | |
