1. The tables in Appendix 5 should also include data 
concerning all metals which were tested for but did not 
register within the detection limits. (Example: If 
mercury was sampled for 44 times and not detected, then 
Table 5-2 should list mercury and show that the frequency 
of detection was 0/44.) 

2. A letter was sent to the Virginia Department of 
Conservation and Recreation requesting information 
regarding endangered species that could be impacted by 
environmental restoration activities. Their response 
will be submitted upon receipt.
