RE: COMMENTS ON FOCUSED FEASIBILITY STUDY SITE 11, OU-6
Dear Mr. Barnes:

The Focused Feasibility Study for site 11 at NAS Cecil Field also known as Operable
Unit (OU) 6 has been received. A review of this document causes the City of
Jacksonville to be very concerned with some of the Remedial Alternatives. The
Regulatory and Environmental Services Department (RESD) and the Public Utilities
Department are appalled that an environmental company would recommend that
unwashed pesticide containers be placed in a landfill.

The City of Jacksonville refuses to concur with Remedial Alternative (RA) 5. The City
refuses to let unwashed pesticide containers into its landfill or any landfill in Duval
County. The City further recommends that no other county in this nation be required
to accept these containers when they can be cleaned and properly disposed of.
Alternative RA - 5 is unacceptable.

Remedial Alternative (RA) 1 is highly recommended by the City. It includes proper
disposal of the contaminated soil and debris which tests have shown to be present.
RA - 1 also provides for pretreatment on site of the contaminated debris and cleaning
of the pesticide containers before they depart the superfund site.

Remedial Alternative (RA) 2 is acceptable to the City. The reason for my reduced
support is the off-site transportation of contaminated debris and containers. Treatment
aboard NAS Cecil Field reduces possible public exposure. Since RA - 1 has on
station treatment, the City supports that alternative.
