SOUTHDIV submitted a sampling and analysis plan dated 13 June 1997 to investigate the petroleum problems at these 
two sites (the tank systems were adjacent to each other). Specifically, Arsenic and Lead were identified in groundwater 
associated with UST NS44A and SVOCs were detected in groundwater above RBSLs for NS45. Our records reveal that 
the Department approved the SAP, but no final report was ever submitted. In addition, I can find no record that the 
Department ever concurred, or was notified, that the sites were transferred into the RCRA program. 

If SOUTHDIV feels that this area has been adequately investigated for the confirmed petroleum problems, SOUTHDIV 
should submit a brief data package that clearly shows when and where samples were taken and analyzed for petroleum 
constituents in the vicinity of these former USTs. Absent this data we consider these sites active. 

In the event that SOUTHDIV cannot provide sufficient information pertaining to the investigation of theses sites, the 
Department requests that a work plan be submitted outlining proposed investigative activities. 

Please submit the requested documentation or the proposed work plan to the Department no later than 31 March 2005.
