The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) has reviewed and approved
the referenced temporary monitoring well approval request submitted by Advent. — The original temporary
monitoring well approval has been sent to Advent and a copy is enclosed for your records. The analytical results
from the groundwater samples should be submitted to my attention within thirty days (30) of receipt from the
laboratory or on or before March 28, 2009. Please note the following:

» Well construction and sampling derived waste including but not limited to drill cuttings, drilling fluids, and
development/purge water should be managed properly and in compliance with applicable requirements. If
containerized, each vessel should be clearly labeled with regards to contents, source, and date of activity.

» Monitoring wells are to yield groundwater samples representative of the zone monitored per R.61-71 H.1.c
of the South Carolina Well Standards and Regulations (e.g. low flow sampling techniques are

recommended for samples to be analyzed for metals to reduce induced turbidity).

This letter is to seck authorization for the installation of sixteen (16) soil borings/temporary
monitoring wells at two sites at the Charleston Naval Complex (CNC) in support of activities for
Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC) Contract Task Order (CTO) 0048, dated
January 13, 2009. The soil borings/temporary monitoring wells will be emplaced at the Chicora
Tank Farm (CTF) (Figure 1) and the Reserve Training Center (RTC) (Figure 3) at the Charleston
Naval Complex, North Charleston, SC.

CHICORA TANK FARM

NAVFAC has directed ADVENT to install twelve (12) soil borings/temporary wells in the vicinity
of CTF MW34-R (Site ID 13350) in an attempt to further delineate the source of continued
presence of naphthalene above the RBSLs. All temporary monitoring wells will be properly

abandoned by a South Carolina certified driller upon completion of sample collection.
