The Department has completed technical review of the referenced document. Interpretation of the analytical data
provided in the referenced report indicates that chemicals of concern remain above established Risk-Based Screening
Levels and MCLs.

Based upon the continued presence of free product the Department recommends the following actions:

1. Passive free product recovery should continue while CNB ponders more aggressive recovery efforts.

2. Two additional monitoring wells should be installed (permit attached to this correspondence). One well
south of 659GW005 and one well north of 659GW003 (located between 659GW007 and 659GW002).

3. Semi annual reporting of recovery efforts and sampling of those wells not containing product. Please
note that once the additional well north of 659GWO003 is installed, sampling of 659GW009 may be
suspended.

3. All analytical data and water levels obtained from each monitoring well shall be submitted to the Department
within 30 days of receipt of laboratory results unless another schedule has been approved by the Department
as required by R.61-71.H.1.d.

4. All monitoring wells shall be labeled as required by R.61-71.H.2.c.

5. If any of the information provided to the Department changes, Michael Bishop (803.898.3553) shall be
notified a minimum of twenty-four hours prior to well construction as required by R.61-71.H.1.a.

This approval is pursuant to the provisions of Section 44-55-40 of the 1976 South Carolina Code of Laws and R.61-
71 of the South Carolina Well Standards and Regulations, dated April 26, 2002.
