The author has completed technical review of the referenced submittal. As presented, the document provides a
summary of analytical results of environmental sampling(s) conducted at the referenced site. These results indicate
that low levels of petroleum hydrocarbons have been detected in the media investigated (soils andgroundwater).
However, the data as presented is inconclusive. Please provide a narrative which details site closure activities,
including soils remediation (i.e removal, etc.) and incorporate analytical results from 4th quarter (FY 96) sampling,
as appropriate. A decision with regard to the necessity for continued environmental assessment and/or remedial
activities will be made subsequent to review of the requested information.
