1. 1In reviewing your request, we have made comparison to the risk analyses
made by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) in their assessment of the
Times Beach Missouri (TBM) Residential Area.

2. CDC's evaluation at TBM resulted in a determination that for residential
areas, soil levels below 1 Part Per Billion (PPB) do not represent a level
of concern. Hence, upon cursory comparison, activities in an environment

of 80 Parts Per Trillion (PPT) (equivalent to 0.08 PPB), would also not
constitute a level of concern.

3. Further, when several key factors in CDC's overall assessment are
adjusted for the NCBC operation in question, the risk is reduced again.
Primarily, the exposure duration is 3 weeks vs CDC's 70 years lifetime
exposure; exposures will be to soil levels of 0.08 PPB vs-CDC's 1.0 PPB.
Hence, the total lifetime intake will be reduced by several orders of
magnitude.

4. Based on this comparison, this office considers the risk associated with
the proposed operations to be significantly below the level of concern
established by CDC for residential areas. Hence, we perceive no real hazard
to the personnel involved in this operation.
