Thie permit is issued under the proviBion of Chapter(B) 403, Florida Statutes, 
and Florida Adminietrative Code Rule(e) 17-3, 17-4, 17-25, 17-532, 17-550 and 
17-730. The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or 
operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(B), plans, 
and other documents attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a 
part hereof and specifically described ae follows: 

To cloee and post-close three surface impoundmenta, (Domestic Waste Sludge 
Drying Beds, Industrial Waete Sludge Drying Beds, and Polishing Pond), which 
contained hazardous waste generated from NAS-Jacksonville. The sludge 
generated from the wastewater treatment met the definition of hazardous 
waste deeignated as hazardous waste COdeB FOal through F006 and F019. These 
unit8 are no longer in service. 

The Industrial Waste Sludge Drying Beds are comprised of four beds ueed to 
dewater waetewater treatment Bludgee from electroplating operations (FOO6 
hazardous waste). Constructed in 1980, each drying bed ie approximately 15 
feet by 18 feet. The drying beds are enclosed with retaining walls 
constructed of 8 inch thick concrete reinforced with Number 5 reinforcing 
steel on 12 inch BpaCingE. The bottom of the beds iB unlined and consiets 
of a 12 inch Band layer, with an underlying 10 inch gravel layer. The beds 
are underdrained, and the liquide were returned to the industrial waetewater 
treatment plant. Approximately 8250 gallons of dried Bludgee were excavated 
from the Burface impoundment annually. 

The Domeetic Waete Sludge Drying Beds and the Polishing Pond were used for 
the treatment and Btorage.of sludges resultant from the treatment of F006 
and F019 rinsewater from electroplating operatione, FOCl through FoO5 paint 
stripping and parts cleaning operatione, in addition to Bludge from the 
aerobic digeeter of the domeetic waetewater treatment plant. The Domestic 
Sludge Drying Bede were constructed in 1970 and coneiet of five (5) beds. 
Each bed ia approximately 50 feet by 50 feet with a three-foot high wall 
constructed of 8-inch concrete block6 and reinforced with wire tire ties. 
The bottom of the beds is unlined and is underlain by seven inchee of Band, 
three inches of fine gravel and six inches to twelve inches of course gravel 
layers. 



The Polishing Pond wan built in 1970 to provide additional settling for 2.36 
million gallone per day of combined domeetic and induetrial wastewater 
treated effluent. The Polishing Pond ie unlined and has a surface area of 
3.8 acres and an average depth of 3.5 feet. 

The facility is located at U.S. Highway 17 and Yorktown Avenue, Jacksonville, 
Florida.
