I have reviewed the above document dated April 2000 (received April 28, 2000). The 
Navy should be aware that after the soil is stockpiled during construction, TCLP analysis might 
indicate that a situation governed by RCRA could exist (for example, the analysis may indicate that 
one or more contaminants exceed TCLP levels in the stockpile). Other than to note that high 
density polyethylene liner material is measured in mils (1 mil. = 0.001 inch, page 1-5), the report is 
acceptable for its intent.
