Naval Station (NAVSTA) Mayport hereby notifies each Party to the Land Use 
Control (LUC) Memorandum of (MOA) of the construction projects at 
Solid Wa!3te Munagement Units (SWMU) 5, 14, 23 and !JO as shown on the enclosed 
maps. Construction at SWMU 5 will begin this calendar year and consists of 
placing a limerock parking lot in the area previously used as deployed vehicle 
parking and contractor laydown. A similar parkinq lot will be constru~tRrl 
adjacent to SWMU 28. Construction at SWHU 14 will begin early calendar year 
2003 and consists of installing eight CONEX boxes on top of the existing 
concrete slab. Construction at SWMU 23 will begin late in calendar year 2003 
and will demolish two existing storage builrlinrys. All work is above grade and 
the foundations will remain in Construction at SWMU 50 will begin late 
calendar year 2002 and consists of placing approximately 111,000 cubic yards 
of material, which did not meet ocean disposal bioassay 
in to the existing eastern holding cell.

The ects will pose neither an unacceptable risk to human 
health and the environHlenl nor a negative impact on the selected remedy at 
this site. No additional remedial actions or LUCs are and the current 
existing LUCs will remain in effect.
