The use of the
petroleum sorbent materials and the manual free product removal efforts have been successful
at removing free product at these sites. Based on the most recent information, Tetra Tech
should continue to measure for and recover free product at these sites if present, and to monitor
the sorbent socks. Tetra Tech should document the color of sorbent material in the sorbent
socks when exchanging with new sorbent material.
