Dear Mr. Ugolini: 

I have completed the technical review of the above 
referenced documents dated May 1997 (received May 21, 1998) and 
provide the following comments. 

1. The conclusions and recommendations for clean tank closure 
at buildings Nos. 106, 131, 218, 351, 2010, 2035, and 2122 
are approved. 

2. A Site Assessment Report (SAR) was approved and a Site 
Rehabilitation Completion Order for No Further Action issued 
for Building 354. 

3. The TCAR for Building 369 indicates that there is 
excessively contaminated soil based upon FID readings. 
However, no groundwater contamination was detected. The 
document does not indicate whether this excessively 
contaminated soil was removed. If the soil has not been 
removed, then a SAR needs to be completed for this site. 
Please respond accordingly. 

4. The TCAR for Building 7182 does not indicate any petroleum 
contamination, therefore, the removed heating oil tank is 
receiving a clean closure. However, the temporary 
monitoring well indicated trichloroethylene (TCE) exceeded 
the Florida Primary Drinking Water Standard of 3 µg/l. If 
this location is at or immediately downgradient of an 
existing Installation Restoration Program (IRP) site, then a 
permanent well needs to be installed at this location and 
incorporated as part of that site. However, if this is not 
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the case, then this area needs to be included as a new IRP 
and a site investigation performed at this location.
