Comment 1: 
Page 4, Table 2:  Please update this table with the finalized Florida Primary Drinking Water 
Standards and Florida Secondary Drinking Water Standards provided in rule 62-777 F.A.C., Table 1.  
This rule was amended and will be in effect on April 17, 2005.  
 
Response: 
The original Table 2 has been removed.  Groundwater cleanup target levels are now 
presented in Table 3.  Note that the primary and secondary standards are not provided 
in rule 62-777.  The tables only reference Chapter 62-520, F.A.C. where the primary and 
secondary drinking water standards were promulgated. 
 
 
Comment 2: 
Page 6, Table 4:  Please update this table with the finalized Soil Cleanup Target Levels (SCTL) 
provided in rule 62-777 F.A.C., Table 2.  This rule was amended and will be in effect on April 17, 
2005. 
 
Response: 
The original Table 4 has been removed.  The current Soil Cleanup Target Levels (SCTLs) 
provided in rule 62-777 F.A.C., Table 2 are now presented in Table 2.   
 
 
Comment 3: 
Page 7, Table 5:  Please update this table with the finalized Florida Primary Drinking Water 
Standards and Florida Secondary Drinking Water Standards provided in rule 62-777 F.A.C., Table 1.  
This rule was amended and will be in effect on April 17, 2005. 
 
Response: 
The original Table 5 has been removed.  Groundwater cleanup target levels are now 
presented in Table 3.  Note that the primary and secondary standards are not provided 
in rule 62-777.  The tables only reference Chapter 62-520, F.A.C. where the primary and 
secondary drinking water standards were promulgated. 
 
Comment 4:  
Page 9, Summary of Preferred Alternatives for Soil:   The Department is concerned with the 
Dieldrin that may still be present in the soil at Site 8.  As of April 17, 2005, the new SCTL for 
Dieldrin is now 0.002 ug/kg, and soil samples 08S152, 08S160, and 08S156 in Figure 1-6 in the 
Interim Removal Action Report Excavation of Contaminated Soil at Operable Unit 13 show 
contamination that exceeds this SCTL for Dieldrin.  The figure and the associated verbiage does not 
clearly state whether or not the soil in these samples was also removed during the excavation.  If 
the soil was not removed the Department would simply require that remedy S-1 include Land Use 
Controls for the soil and engineering controls to maintain the asphalt cap.   
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Response: 
Please note that at locations 08S152, 08S160, and 08S156, dieldrin was not detected 
as shown by the “U” flag.  The value presented is the sample quantitation limit.  
Assuming that dieldrin is present at one-half the quantitation limit, the concentrations 
would range from 0.0018 mg/kg to 0.00165 mg/L in soil.  SPLP concentration would be 
0.00116 mg/kg.  All of those concentrations are below applicable FDEP cleanup target 
levels for soil (0.002 mg/kg) and groundwater (0.002 mg/kg).  Use of one-half the 
quantitation limits for not detected concentration is consistent with the following 
USEPA guidance:  United States Environmental Protection Agency, 1995, Supplemental 
Guidance to RAGS: Region IV Bulletins. Human Health Risk Assessment, Office of 
Health Assessment, Atlanta, GA.  Therefore, the Navy remains with its preferred 
alternative of S1, no action.
