5. Brief description/Explanation of cause:
As discussed in the conference call on June 7, 2013, and the June 18 and 19, 2013, Project
Team Meeting, the Navy, EPA, and FDEP have agreed to investigate the OU 1-associated
wetlands with OU 1. The parties also agreed that instead of a separate UFP-SAP, the OU 16
UFP-SAP would be updated to include DQOs for OU 1. The wetlands data will be included in
the OU 1 Focused Feasibility Study Report. The Navy needs additional time to finalize the SAP,
perform the field investigation, and complete the FFS report. The Navy requests a 374-day
milestone schedule extension for submittal of the Draft Focused Feasibility Study Report. In
addition schedules for the subsequent documents for this OU will be extended to reflect this
schedule extension. A revised OU 1 Milestone Schedule that reflects the extension is attached.
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
