• An FFSRA was originally not drafted for NAS Alameda because DTSC's remedial
action order to the base was deemed sm'ticient.

* An FFSRA was drafted for NAS Alameda only when it became apparent that bases
with FFSRAs were ._:,fvenhigher priority in funding reviews.

• The drax_ed FFSRA required revision once NAS Alameda was selected for closare.
(NA$ Alameda's cleanup is now funded through BRAC money, and artFFSRA does
not affect f_adlng issues).

* The FFSRA was revised again to incorporate r_e site management plan approach,
whichallcws opportunityto updateschedules_.nuaIIy.Otherissuesthat requir_
recision of the FFSRA included (1} the State o1_Calitornia's decision to llave CAL-
EPA speak with "one voice' for CAL-EPA divisions, and (2) a need to revise the
language regai-dlng removal actions (currendy doesn't allow adequate time to review
documents related to removal actions).

• DTSC may present a revised _SRA to the Navy in January 1995.

RAB members exprc,ssod an intcrcat in having access to the document, oven in its uasigncd
draft stage. LCDR Pctouhoff and Tom Laaph_r, DTSC, indicated they would ask agency
attorneys if _hls was _lowable.

The RAB's interest in the FFSRA focused on me schedules the document contains. L_DK

Pe1_uhoff and Tom Lanphar, DTSC, explained that the schedules contained in the BRAC
cleanup plan are the same schedules comained in the FFSRA, and the RAB can comment on
the BRAC cleanup plan.

Can the public bring suit'agairmt an FFSP,A signatory for non-compliance with the FFSRA?
Oaly if a clause in the FFSRA allows it; however, there are other avenues _or public suit.

Where does the evaluation stand of NAS Alameda for the National Priorities List? Currently
me hazard ranking status is tn Washington, IX;, for review.

If U.$. EPA is not the lead regulatory agency at NAS Alameda, what is its role7 U.S, EPA
brings technical expertise gained from U.$. EPA's experience at National Priorities List sites.

Se_v_r_icomments wer_ made questioning the RAB's pu_ose. Scott Miller, ARC attoraey,
said this is being questioned by other gABs in the Bay Area. A meeting will be held
