Data gaps identified as a result of remedial investigations and feasibility studies
conducted for OU-1, OU-2A, and OU-2B served as the basis for locations that require
further characterization. Information collected during the proposed sampling activities
will be used to complete the following tasks.

WasteManagementUnitsandotherareasthatwereidentifiedas a resultof
previousinvestigations.

• Determine aquifer parameters, includinggroundwaterflow direction, within the
First Water Bearing Zone and the Second Water Bearing Zone.

• Refine the lateraland verticalextent of groundwatercontaminationplumes.
