addi t ion,  p lease expla in what  measures were
as a resul t  o f  such e l -evated concentrat ion.
purpose of  a i r  moni tor ing,  s tated in  sect ion
seems to have been ignored.
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Sec t ion  4 .4 . t ,  t . he  repo r t ,  does  no t  exp la in  how
hydroblast ing water ,  contaminated concrete,  and
contaminated racks were d j -sposed.  Please expla in
wha t  a re  the  " s tockp i l i ng  ac t i v i t i es r t .

Sec t i on  4 .4 .3 ,  t he  repo r t  s ta tes  tha t  t he  deb r i s
was  p laced  w i th  "oLher  conc re te  deb r i s  s tockp i l e " .
However, the report does not explain how the
bui ld ing debr is  and "other  concrete debr is
s tockp i l e "  were  d i sposed .

Sec t , i on  4 .4 .4 ,  t he  repo r t  does  no t  exp la in  wha t
happened to the "v iscous l iqu id"  ins ide the tank.
What was salvaged?

This
sect ion s tates that  the content  was l iqu id,  where
as  i n  Sec t i on  3 ,  i t  i s  s ta ted  to  be  s ludge .  P lease
expla in?

Sec t i on  4 .4 .5 ,  p lease  d i scuss  the  tank  con ten t  and
usage.  Please expla in how i t  was determined that
the rinse water was not hazardous wast,e. How did
you determine that the tank was suitable for
salvage? What regulatory procedures did you fol low
for  decontaminat ion?

Sec t i on  4 .4 .7  ,  t h i s  sec t i on  i s  con fus ing  because
i t  is  not  c lear  why an area wi th  debr is  was
selected to store contaminat,ed debris from a
regulated removal action? What procedures were
fol- l-owed to determine what is and is not
consj-dered hazardous wasLe in the pi le?

Sec t i on  4 .5  .2  . I ,  t . he  repo r t  s ta tes  tha t  ex t rac ts
from concreLe samples were only analyzed for few
inorganics.  This  is  not  consis tent  wi t .h  chemical -s
of  concern in  th is  area,  s ince chromium IV was
ident i f ied as a chemical -  o f  concern.  The Navy
seems to at t r ibute the detect ion of  chromium to

"samp le  co l l ec t i on  techn igue" .  Th i s  i s  h igh l y
anomalous where detected concentrat, ions are set
as ide.  To compound the mat ter  fur ther ,  the waste
was apparent ly  sh ipped as non-hazardous waste.
However, the report states that the concrete
blocks were d isposed as hazardous waste.  P1ease
clarify and explain what happened to al- l- concrete
pieces.  I t  is  assumed that  non-RCRA hazardous
waste was sh ipped to a hazardous waste fac i l i ty .

10  .  Sec t . i on  4 .5  .2 .2 ,  wha t  happened  to  the  con tamina ted
water  f rom pressure washing the contaminated s teel
racks and other  meta l -  p ieces? How was i t
determined that  contaminated p ieces wi th  ZC could
be sent  to  a fac i l i ty  for  scrap?
