Subject: Resolution of DTSC and RWQCB-SD Comments on the CTO-092 Draft Work Plan for
Sediment Characterization of the Boat Channel

Dear Mr. Kennedy:

This letter is submitted to summarize and document the telephone conference held on February 22, 1996
between the Thomas Macchiarella (SWDIV), Alice Gimeno (Department of Toxic Substances Control
[DTSC]), Corey Walsh (Regional Water Quality Control Board - San Diego Region [RWQCB]), Jerry
Bailey (BNI), Bob Tait (BNI), and Noriko Kawamoto (BNI). The teleconference was called by Mr.
Macchiarella to resolve additional comments made by DTSC and RWQCB concerning changes to the Draft
Work Plan approach for Sediment Characterization of the Boat Channel, as proposed by SWDIV in January,
1996. The additional agency comments were submitted to SWDIV on February 20, 1996.

The following topics were discussed and agreed upon:

1. The sediment samples will not be composited. After clarification by BNI, the technical team
agreed that the sample collection technique proposed in the work plan is discrete sampling.

2. Cores will be collected at ten stations. Each of the cores will be subsectioned into three
separate layers (surface, one to four feet, and four to seven feet) and each layer will be
chemically analyzed. Toxicity tests will also be conducted on the surface sediments.

3. Within each of the strata, one of the three cores in each strata will be advanced to the depth of
“Native Soils”, Bay Point Formation. According to limited boring logs available from 1991,
it appears that the Bay Point Formation is approximately 20 feet below the channel bottom.
We will take these deeper cores to approximately 25 feet below the channel bottom, which
should capture sediments from the Bay Point Formation. These deeper cores will be logged
in by a CLEAN II geologist. Notations and descriptions of stratigraphy and other physical
characteristics will be recorded for the entire core length. Chemical or toxicological analyses
will be conducted only on the first 7 feet of these cores as described in the Draft Work Plan.

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The agencies had requested that all cores be advanced completely to native soil contact and
that the deeper sediments be archived for later chemical analyses. The RWQCB-SD felt that
collection of chemistry data from the deeper sediments would provide more information
regarding vertical distribution of contamination as contributed by the Navy and would aid
future planning efforts.

After much discussion, it was agreed that the limited number of deeper cores would not
provide enough data on the vertical extent of contaminant distribution to warrant the extra
costs of the chemical analyses. Trends in chemical distribution in the shallower cores most
likely would not be clear enough to facilitate rapid decision-making to trigger further
analyses of one or more of the deeper cores. Instead of incurring high costs associated with
fast turn-around times, which would be required in order to meet allowable holding times, it
was decided to evaluate the chemistry, toxicity, and physical data of the shallower cores and
to document the physical nature of the deeper cores at this time. This type of phasing will
allow for adequate data interpretation and clearer recommendations for future study and/or
use.

4. DTSC and RWQCB granted verbal approval to begin mobilization for field work.. A Final
Work Plan will be prepared that includes all of the decision points discussed in this
teleconference. Field work will proceed on this verbal approval and will not be delayed by
production and distribution of the Final Work Plan. We would like to recommend that the
Navy request documented agency concurrence by signing and returning your summary letter.

In addition, specific descriptive information will be recorded for each subsection of the cores to describe the
layer from which the sediment samples were taken for chemical analyses. This information will be included
in the study report.
