The
purpose of this Action
Memorandum is 1o docu-
ment, for the Adminis-
trative Record, the De-
partment of the Navy’s
decision 1o undertake a
non-time-critical remov-
al action for ‘anti-mony
ond lead-contaminated
soil at iR Site 14, under
the Comprehensive En-
vironmental Response,
Compensation - and Lia-
bility Act (CERCLA)
and in occordance with
factors set forth in the
National Oil and Hazard-
ous Substances Pollution
Contingency Plan.

IR Site 14 consists of for-
mer Building 192, which
was used as an indoor
small arms range from
1942 until 1993. The floor
of the building was o con-
crete siab with an area of
sand and dirt. The sand
and dirt areo was used
as a target area and
sand trop for bullets.
1994 the building was de-
molished. Site 14 cur-
rently is an unused field
overgrown with weeds.
The source of contami-
nation at Site 14 is iead
and, to o lesser degree,
aniimony that originated
from bullets used at the
smaoll arms range.

This removal action
would reduce antimony
and lead contamination
(the hazordous sub-
stances of concern) at IR
Site 14 to an accepiable
level by excavation and
off-site disposal of the
contominated soil fo an
appropriate  federally

| -certified disposal facili-

ty. The orea of soil con-
tamination is approxi-
mately 1.35 ocres. The
removal action  ad-
dresses only soil contam-
ination since groundwa-
fer-at IR Site 14 has not
been affected by antimo-
ny or lead. This removal
action is expected o ful-
fill site closure and re-
quire no further action
for soil of IR Site 14.
