On 23 September 1992, Mr. Tom Lanphar of DTSC notified the Navy of minor discrepancies
in the proposed storm water sampling plan based on information provided-by existing as-built
plans, The Navy has subsequently revised the existing approach to storm water sampling
described in the project work plan dated 26 December 1991 and proposes a tiered approach to
the sampling effort based on the assumption that the goal is to characterize historical
contamination.

The Final Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study Field Sampling Plan (Figures 19 & 20)
identified 58 storm drain outfalls. In our review of of storm sewers utility drawing no. 181
(May 1989), outfall E was added bringing the total number outfalls to 59 as noted in enclosure.
The Navy has selected 10 outfalls for storm water sampling, five of the ten storm drains have
been designated as priority drains, based on size of associated drainage area, number of
investigated sites within the drainage area, and expected severity of contamination at the site.
The Navy proposes to sample these five drains, to the extent possible, during the first major
storm event of the season. The remaining five drains will be sampled during the next major
storm event. One priority drain will be sampled twice for a more detailed characterization of
storm water contamination. If some of the targeted drains are non-functional during the
sampling events, alternative storm water drains will be targeted.

At the 9 September 1992 meeting, Mr. Tom Lanphar of DTSC expressed the concern that
storm water sampling during the first major storm event of the season could result in samples
that contain unknown amounts of contamination from nonpoint surface runoff. The Navy will
adjust the timing of the first round of storm water sampling if the regulatory agencies feel this
issue is an overriding concern.

Enclosure (1) indicates the storm drain outfalls on the facility, storm drain outfalls selected for
sampling, as well as boundaries of drainage areas on Treasure Island. -
